Fr I-81, Exit 225 (Rt. 262 W), go @ 5 mi., TR onto Shutterlee Mill Rd, 
go 1.0 mi., TR at CCS/RWP. Drive in very slowly. Signs to parking.  
 
Requirements: 

• Safety helmets & proper riding footwear.  
• A current negative Coggins certificate  for each mount 

must be presented for inspection per Virginia  Law. 
• All participants must register, sign liability release waiver(s) 

and pay the appropriate fee.  
• Entries & Waivers are available online  and recommended for 

pre-registration or prep in advance of arrival. Great time saver! 
• Checks are payable to “Glenmore Hunt”.  
• For minors, both a parent or guardian, and the minor must sign 

the release/waiver if rider is under age 18.  
• Sorry…No Dogs permitted on premises.

Rider/horse combinations will be evaluated (as a pair)  
and assigned to their appropriate groups called “flights” 
as described below. WTC = (Walk, Trot, Canter) 
 
1st Flight - “Hunters ” - Jumping group, WTC, hand gallop, jump 2’6”+  
 
2nd Flight - “Hopefuls” - Optional jumping group, WTC, jump 2’  
 
3rd Flight - “Hilltoppers ” - Non-jumping group, WTC 
 
Clinic to cover:  
 

• Gymnastics to balance both rider and horse 
• Field riding skills over uneven terrain 
• Useful skills for foxhunting and/or trail riding, such as 

o Opening a gate from horseback 
o Ponying another horse  
o Standing quietly for mounting from anything 

• Controlling/rating your horse in the field, over jumps 
• And more…
