“Code of Hunting Practices” Masters of
Foxhounds Association

The following information is taken from the Code, from
the rules the MFHA has laid down to govern the behav-
ior of Masters of Foxhounds and their packs of hounds.

     a. The hunting of a “bagged” or “dropped” fox that
does not give the animal a sporting chance is strictly for-
bidden.

      b. When a fox is run to ground or treed it may not be
bolted or knocked out of a tree to be run again. How-
ever a fox or coyote that has taken refuge in a man made
structure such as a culvert; hay shed, deserted house,
etc, may be bolted and hunted again.

     c. There is to be no stopping of earths under any
conditions. (plugging the exit and entry to dens)

       d. Hunting flourished because of the goodwill of land-
owners and farmers. No one who hunts should do any-
thing to jeopardize this goodwill. All need to be con-
stantly aware that you are a guest on someone else’s
land.
       e. Masters of Foxhounds or their appointed agents
are solely responsible for conducting the day’s hunting
and are bound by the rules and instructions of the MFHA.
The field needs to remember that the staff is accountable
only to the Masters and huntsman.

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A Moment For History: “Why Breakfast”?
It’s 5:00 in the afternoon. Hounds met at eleven that morning
and several hours of good sport followed. Now, members
and guests are arriving at the clubhouse where a catered
meal of fried chicken, roast beef, scalloped potatoes, green
beans, cornbread, and a well-stocked dessert table awaits.
It’s time for the Hunt Breakfast.
     Breakfast? At five pm? Fried Chicken and roast beef?
No bacon and eggs? Why isn’t this called a Hunt “Dinner”?
     Foxhunting is replete with unique terms, whether distinc-
tive in spelling, pronunciation, or application. Some may even
sound counterintuitive to the non-hunter. So why is any col-
lective meal presented after a hunt called “breakfast” regard-
less off either the time of day or what’s on the menu?
    Here’s one theory (and we stress it’s only a theory): Long
before there were motorized vehicles and trailers, partici-
pants in a hunt had to get there by horsepower (the real kind,
the Detroit version). This meant either hacking all the way to
the meet or perhaps driving your cart horse with your hunter
tied behind. (one cart design included extended traces so the
hunter could be placed in front while the draft horse did the
actual pulling.) If considerable distance had to be cover, the
guests might travel the day before, arrive in time for dinner,
stay the night—perhaps playing cars and swapping lies until
dawn—and then everyone would mount up at first light,
hounds would be released, and off they’d go for a morning
of sport. Upon returning to host’s home, breakfast would
then be served.
     So the word “breakfast” came to signify any meal served
immediately follwing a hunt, with attendees still wearing their
hunt kit.

Now, a look back at Glenmore Hunt History as provided
by HMFH Col. Hugh Sproul:

This article, published by the Museum of Hounds and Hunt-
ing, brings back recollections of the Glenmore Hunt when
we habitually gathered, still in our hunt attire, for a hunt break-
fast.
     In the 1930’s it was at Glenmore and the meal was served
by Mrs. Todd. In the 40’s, and 50’s, it was at places like the
Veterans Hall and the Garden Center, and the meals were
catered. In the early 90’s, while the hounds were kenneled
at Wheatlands, we were fortunate to be able to hold hunt
breakfasts in the dining room there.
    Perhaps circumstances will allow us to return to this tradi-
tion.

More Glenmore Memories
Mrs. Tae Bonfoey

    Writes Graham Pitsenberger: Last month I
wrote a little article about my memory of Jane
Davis. Since then, another esteemed past
Glenmore member, Mrs. Sarah “Tae” Dean Witz
Bonfoey, died. Her obituary in the Staunton
Daily News-Leader mentioned her many club
memberships and attendance at White House
functions and numerous embassy parties, but
failed to mention her ties with Glenmore Hunt.
   Although Mrs. Bonfoey never held a Club
office or rode to the hounds, she supported her
husband who was on the Glenmore Board from
1951-52, and who was first Vice President
1952-53. A note in the Club history indicates
Mr. Bonfoey may have been elected, but never
served, as MFH, in 1955. Mrs. Bonfoey was
frequently a gracious hostess to the Hunt at
Merrifield during Mr. Bonfoey’s participation.
      My personal recollection of her is her gra-
ciousness to me as a young rider of their horses
at horse shows. She would always arrange to
congratulate me on a good ride – usually right
after the class while I was still mounted. Be-
sides the kind words, I recall she would pat me
on the knee if I was mounted, or on the shoul-
der if I was dismounted. This was in stark con-
trast to Mr. Bonfoey who I cannot recall ever
speaking a word to me. His niece, Marge
Hays, told me years later that he just never
talked to kids. He and I did have some con-
versations and reminisce when I was an adult
about their race horses and breaking their two
year-olds.
   In addition to having show horses, the
Bonfoeys also had race horses that I rode at
the racetrack and at Merrifield to get them fit
for racing. One chestnut mare, Tiny Taper, was
almost always in the winner circle if we could
find a race long enough for her. She didn’t have
the speed for short races, but could “run all
day”.
   The passing of Mrs. Bonfoey is another re-
minder of a gracious era gone by, and Tae
Bonfoey epitomized the kindness and manners
of those days.
